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[. JUSTIFICATION OF THE NEW CONCEPT

The Detailed Urban Plan (DUP) for the settiement | Streliste”,
adopted in 1976 and which includes the complex of the Jewish Cemetery,
proposed a principle concept for the reconstruction of the existing Jewish
Cemetery in Bitola - into a memorial park (of memorial complex).

This concept was explained at the I* session of the Executive Board
of the Society for the Reconstruction and Maintenance of the Jewish
Cemetery in Bitola, held on 20.03.1997, and after a thorough discussion
when new proposals were made for changes and supplements to the gencral
concept offered by the DUP, it was concluded that a work group should
review all proposals and suggestions, and after consultations with repre-
scntatives of the Jewish Community in Skopje, should offer a new general
concept fot the reconstruction of this monument complex.

After consultations with representatives of the Jewish Community
in Skopje and a reconnaissance of the terrain and constructions of the
Jewish Cemetery, the members of the work group submitted their proposal
in the form of an operational program for the reconstruction of the Jewish
Cemetery in Bitola.

This proposal adopts the general concept offered by the DUP to
reconstruct the Jewish Cemetery in Bitola as a memorial park or complex.
However, in contrast to the proposal from the DUP, this proposal now
recommends a maximum preservation of the existing situation, with neces-
sary conservation and restoration work where that is necessary. Therelore,
the previously planned mausoleum on the location of the former religious
building (whose reconstruction is considered to be unjustified and
preblematic for multiple reasons), the construction of a monument is
proposed, which would symbolize the historical existence of the Jewish
people in these regions and their tragic exodus in 1943, The stylistic mark-
ings of the monument should be in the spirit of the traditional culture of
the Jewish people. It is proposed 10 locate this monument directly next to
the constructions that form the entrance gate 1o the complex, on a flatiened
plateau (tiled surface), raised at around 1.00 m from the elevation paint of
the entrance gate.

Next tothe plateau and the monument there will be wide tiled steps,
built in accordance with the design project for the monument, 10 be resolved
by an additional project task. On this plateau, in front of the monument, in
memory of the Jews of this city, memorial gatherings will be held, placing
of owers, ete,

The two premises that form the gate, after the reconstruction, will
be adapted for a new purpese (probably for a small museum exhibition),
which will be agreed with the Jewish Community of Macedonia.

From the entrance gate to the complex, directly next to the south
fence wall, a tiled path will be build from stone or concrete hlocks with
dimensions 50x 50 x 5 cm and 50 x 25 x 5 cm, placed upon a gravel base (or
naturally stamped down earth), with spacing of 5 em between them (or
without spacing). This path would lead to the former location of the

religious building, where it is planned to build a large concrete (c
stene) Howerpot in which decorative flowers would be planted.

Between the south fence wall and the planned walking
propased Lo plant a row of trees, Lo fit in with the natural charact
the terrain and the purpose of the complex, which will be dete
consultation with experts in the field of horticulture (or as a
project).

Interventions at the complex will take into maximum cons
Lhe existing situation regarding the graves, with conservation work
places where this is necessary in order to prevent further dama
graves. Special inteventions will be made in the restoration of
recent tombstones, inscribed with Hebrew text and other meme
and symbaols. A major cleaning action will be undertaken among t
that have various names and scribblings painted on them by van
cil paint or various sprays. A similar cleaning action will take place
to the fence walls, in order to erase the inscriptions and fig)
desecrate the momorial character of the memorial complex
reverence towards our former citizens.

The areas on the fence walls where the plaster has fallen ¢
previously cleaned and covered with new plaster, and then the «
surface of the fence walls will be spray—painted in ash—gray, whic
covering the graffiti will give a unigue clean (and at the same time
effect 10 the whole fence wall on the inside of the complex.

The horticultural solution for the complex will provide
planting of high plants, groups of decorative bushes and seasonz
for larger ground surfaces, and smaller groupings around the gre
concrete (or stone) flowerpots. The high plants will be planted :
fence walls and in free spaces, but without blocking the view on th
The decorative bushes will be planted around groups of graves (
there are several), thus creating a kind of decorative wreath ar
